Plastic Canvas Earring Holder Instructions

Create this attractive earring holder and use it to display and organise your earrings. We
have deliberately chosen simple stitches for this project making it perfect for beginners.

You will need these items which are all available on our website: www.fun2make.co.uk

2 x 4" Plastic Canvas Squares 1 x Size 18 Tapestry Needle
5m of White Tapestry Wool 2.5m of Purple Tapestry Wool
4m of Turquoise Tapestry Wool 2.5m of Pink Tapestry Wool
Scissors

lllustrations and instructions for all the stitches used in this project are shown in the free
printable “Beginner’s Guide to Plastic Canvas Stitches” available in the plastic canvas section

Begin by bringing your needle up through the hole found at the top left corner of the first piece
of plastic canvas (as shown in the image, below left). Leave a 1"-2” tail of wool at the back of
the canvas instead of tying a knot. As you create the first row of stitches, take the wool over
the tail at the back of the canvas so that it is held firmly in place. Finish the thread by taking
your needle through the back of the last row of stitches you created.
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As you work along the line take your needle up through the squares marked with odd
numbers and down through the squares marked with even numbers. Continue to create the
pattern as shown in the picture below.

All the pink, purple and turquoise stitches are created in the same way, but the turquoise
stitches are longer as they go over two bars of the canvas instead of one. The white stitches
around the edge of the canvas are created by bringing your needle up through each
consecutive hole so that the wool is wrapped around the canvas edge.

When you have completed the first canvas, create the same design on the second piece but
this time use overcast stitches around the left hand edge instead of the right. The two pieces
of canvas should then be joined together with whip stitches creating an earring holder that will
stand like a card.
